The number and amount of awards varies depending on the number of qualified applicants, and funds available.

QUALIFICATIONS:

The student must be enrolled in a two year technical or four year college or university.

Primary focus will be given toward students who are pursuing degrees in natural resource and wildlife conservation, such as Wildlife and Wild Land Management, Natural Resources Conservation, Natural Resources Law Enforcement and Protective Services, Natural Resources Management and Policy, and Natural Resources Technician.

Applicants must provide proof of enrollment with a declared major or program in an appropriate field of study.   Providing a transcript of credit is helpful and references are also important.

The Executive Board will place an emphasis on motivation and ability to pursue one of the listed degrees/careers and the applicant's financial needs.
